08D Wild Kerala - 7 Nights / 8 Days

This tour is named Wild, but you pass by the civilized area mostly. Visit Fort Kochi - the first
European colony in India. Munnar - popular as Kashmir of South India is also a popular
honeymoon destination. One of the most renowned national parks in South India, the Periyar
National Park is set high at the Western Ghat ranges. Enjoy the houseboat cruise through the
Vembanad Lake with Kerala Cuisine.

Day 1: Cochin:

Welcome to God’s own Country! Upon Arrival at Cochin airport, meet our representative and get
transferred to hotel. Check in to the hotel and relax. If time permits walk into the beach in the
evening. Overnight at the Hotel.

Day 2: Cochin:

Today after breakfast, proceed to the City tour, Visit Jewish synagogue, St. Francis church the
oldest European church in India and has great historical significance as a mute witness to the
European colonial struggle in the subcontinent. The Portuguese explorer, Vasco da Gama, died
in Kochi in 1524 when he was on his third visit to India. His body was originally buried in this
church, but after fourteen years his remains were removed and were sent to Lisbon. Dutch
palace built by the Portuguese and presented to Veera Kerala Varma (1537-65), Raja of Kochi, in
1555 AD. The Dutch carried out some extensions and renovations in the palace in 1663, and
thereafter it was popularly called Dutch Palace. Later visit Chinese fishing nets. Come back to



your hotel. Rest of the day for yourself and overnight at cochin.

Day 3: Munnar:

Today after breakfast, check out and proceed to Munnar, to explore the beauty of high green
mountains and low flying clouds, cherishing the lush plantations. The drive is around 5 hours, and
you will have the rest of your day to explore Munnar.

Day 4: Munnar:

Welcome to paradise high up in the hills! After breakfast, go to Rajamala, which is the lovely
green home to the rare mountain goat ‘Nilgiri Tahr’. A part of the Eravikulam National Park,
Rajamala is a 15 kilometres (9 miles) drive from Munnar. Anamudi, the highest peak in South
India at a height of 2695 meters (8983 feet) lies in the Eravikulam National Park. Interestingly,
half the world population of the rare Nilgiri Tahr is concentrated in this region. You will have a full
day exploring this serene corner of Kerala and along the way; you will visit a tea museum and a
hill station. Return to town for a bit of spice shopping. Overnight at Munnar

Day 5: Thekkady:

Morning after Breakfast check out from the hotel proceed to Thekkady. Check in to the hotel and
overnight at Thekkady.

Day 6: Thekkady:

Early morning get ready for the boat trip in periyar lake it's a 1.30 to 2 hours motor boat Cruise if
you are lucky, you can have a unique experience of viewing wildlife at close from the safety of a
boat at the lake. Drive back to the hotel and afternoon free for spice shopping. Overnight at the
hotel.

Day 7: Alleppey:

Morning after Breakfast, check out from the hotel and proceed to Alleppey the backwater
destination of Kerala. Board into the houseboat by noon. Get set to bask in the beauty of
Alleppey, rightly called ‘The Venice of the east’- Alleppey. Check in to the Houseboat, for a
serene cruise through the lull backwaters which snake through the beautiful villages and lush
paddy fields. Overnight in Houseboat.

Day 8: Alleppey:

Morning after breakfast, check out from the hotel and get transferred to Cochin airport for your
journey forth.
